


From the Pastor’s Desk...

One of the phrases | have heard, not infrequently,
since | began as pastor of Our Lady of the Blessed
Sacrament Parish is, “whatever you want to do,
Father.” This idea, that the direction of our parish
should depend on the desires of the pastor, is not
something that | believe in because it is not the
way that the Church views or understands Herself.
We are a communion of all the baptized, and each
baptized person has a vital role to play in the mis-
sion of the Church.

Certainly, there are some things about the mission
given to us that do not change: we are called to
love God with all our heart, mind, soul, and
strength, and to love our neighbor as ourself. We
are called to make disciples of all nations, teaching
them to observe all that Jesus commanded. These
are always true. But to understand the way that
these things must take shape in our particular con-
text, here and now in Elk Grove Village, we have to
first listen. Listening is part of the life of the
Church, and of every Christian: listening for the
voice of God, and paying attention to how He may
be guiding us through the voices of others.

Pope Francis has invited the universal Church to
renew ourselves by listening. On Saturday, Febru-
ary 26, our parish will do our part and will make
some time to listen. In the coming weeks, we will
hear more information about this event, and about
the “Synod on Synodality" that the Holy Father has
called us to participate in. We will be invited to lis-
ten, and to share what we hear. In the meantime,
please join in making this prayer for the Synod a
part of your routine. May we have the courage to
listen to God and to one another, and be doers of
what we have heard.

We stand before You, Holy Spirit,
as we gather together in Your name.

With You alone to guide us,

make Yourself at home in our hearts;
Teach us the way we must go

and how we are to pursue it.

We are weak and sinful;

do not let us promote disorder.

Do not let ignorance lead us down the wrong path
nor partiality influence our actions.

Let us find in You our unity

so that we may journey together to eternal life
and not stray from the way of truth

and what is right.

All this we ask of You,

who are at work in every place and time,

in the communion of the Father and the Son,
forever and ever. Amen.
