Please keep the children of Our Lady of the Blessed 
Sacrament in your prayers.  Our 2nd graders cele-
brated the Sacrament of First ReconciliaƟon on 
March 5th and March 9th, and are currently prepar-
ing to receive First Holy Communion on April 30th-
May 1st at all parish Masses.   

Our 8th grade candidates are preparing to receive 
the Sacrament of ConfirmaƟon on Sunday, May 
15th.  All candidates and families are invited and 
encouraged to go to Confession during Lent, and 
especially before receiving ConfirmaƟon.   

In September 2021, Pope Francis advised the young 
people of Slovakia: “I will give you a liƩle piece of 
advice: aŌer each Confession, sit sƟll for a few mo-
ments in order to remember the forgiveness you 
received. Hold on to that peace in your heart, that 
inner freedom you are feeling; not your sins, which 
no longer exist, but the forgiveness that God has 
granted you, the caress of God the Father. Just 
hold on to that; don’t let it fade. 

“And the next Ɵme you go to Confession, remem-
ber: I am going to receive again the embrace that 
did me so much good. I don’t go to a judge to seƩle 
accounts, I go to Jesus who loves me and heals me.  
In Confession, let us give God first place. If God is 
the protagonist, everything becomes beauƟful and 
Confession becomes the sacrament of joy. Yes, joy; 
not fear and judgment but joy.  Feeling ashamed is 
a good sign, but like any other sign, it asks you to 
move beyond it.  Don’t let shame imprison you, 
because God is never ashamed of you. He loves 
you in the very place where you feel ashamed. And 
he loves you always.”  To those who were con-
cerned that they always commit the same sins, he 
said: “Listen, is God ever offended? Is he offended 
if you go to him and ask for forgiveness? No, never. 
God suffers when we think that he can’t forgive us, 
because that is like us telling him: ‘Your love is not 
strong enough.’” 

“Instead, God rejoices in forgiving us, Ɵme and 
Ɵme again. Whenever he picks us up, he believes in 
us as if it were the first Ɵme. He never grows dis-
couraged. We are the ones who get discouraged, 
not he. He does not label us as sinners: he sees us 
as children to be loved. He does not see us as lost 
causes, but as beloved and hurƟng children; and 
then he feels all the more compassion and tender-
ness.  And every Ɵme we go to Confession—never 
forget this—there is a party in heaven. May it also 
be so on earth.”
