


Dear Fr. Folwaczny,

| am a Little Sister of the Poor writing to you today from St. Joseph's Home in Palatine. You probably al-
ready know that our only mission is to welcome the neediest elderly into our home as we would welcome
Christ himself. Our foundress, Sr. Jeanne Jugan, said, “making the elderly happy—that is what counts!”
Over the past two and a half years, this has been very challenging as our elderly residents have faced peri-
ods of quarantine and restrictions on visits with their families and friends. At one point, we even had to
restrict access to our chapel, and our residents could only participate in the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass via a
closed-circuit television channel and receive communion in their rooms. Even so, the life of prayer in our
home has persevered, remained vibrant, and has seen us through this difficult time.

Throughout the pandemic, we have been blessed to have resident priests to offer Mass each day (even if
in-person attendance was very limited), hear confessions, and administer the sacrament of the sick. Alt-
hough we still have to maintain precautions such as social distancing and wearing masks, many of our resi-
dents come to the chapel every day for Mass and to pray the Rosary and Chaplet of Divine Mercy in the
chapel. Together in this powerhouse of prayer, the Little Sisters and residents here have been praying not
only for God’s protection of our home, but also for an end to the pandemic (which we hope is coming
soon), for all those around the world who have been so deeply affected by the spread of the virus, for
those caring for the sick, and for all who have died of the virus.

Even though restrictions have eased somewhat, we are not “easing up” on our prayers! As daughters of
the Church, we desire to see many people return to Mass, to see families thrive, and, of course, many
more vocations to the priesthood and consecrated life. We offer at least one Mass each month for voca-
tions, and the residents and Little Sisters often pray the Rosary and the Divine Mercy Chaplet for vocations.
Every Sunday, a crucifix is passed from one resident to another, who will offer special prayers for vocations
during that week. We are also united in prayer with our Holy Father and Christians around the world for
peace, and for the people of the Ukraine. After the final blessing at Mass each day, we pray together a spe-
cial prayer written for this situation.

| am writing to let you know that we will also be praying specifically for you, for the clergy and staff of Our
Lady of the Blessed Sacrament parish, and your parishioners. On Wednesday, July 6th, we prayed in a spe-
cial way for the intentions of your parishioners and for the families of your parish. In light of the Eucharis-
tic revival, our prayer will be that those who no longer attend Mass will see the need for God in their lives,
and to participate in the sacramental life of the Church. We will also pray that young people will respond
generously to the call to holiness and to their own vocation, whether it be to marriage, or to the priest-
hood or consecrated life.

Thank you, Father Folwaczny, for all that you have been doing for the Church and the faithful during these
months. We will pray for you that you will have the grace and strength to live your vocation faithfully and
joyfully for many years to come!
