In my summer recap last week, | mentioned how
exciting it was to be able to host the Totus Tuus
program at our St. Julian campus. While | hope it
was a great week for all who attended, it also high-
lighted a significant limitation for our parish:
meeting space. Many of you are aware that we
have almost entirely stopped using the ministry
center/parish office at our Queen of the Rosary
campus. To be blunt, the building is not in great
shape and it presents many challenges to effective
and welcoming ministry. We have an absolutely
fantastic space, Shea Hall, at our St. Julian campus,
and many of our parish groups have enjoyed
meeting there. However, it is only one room. Dur-
ing the week of Totus Tuus we had to pause many
of our normally scheduled meetings because we
didn’t have enough space.

For this reason, along with the fact that it was a
challenge for our religious education program last
year to be spread across two campuses, we are
hosting all the parish’s classes for religious educa-
tion this year at our Queen of the Rosary School.
We are also working to refresh the classrooms at
our St. Julian campus and use them as meeting
spaces for our various parish groups.

Having two campuses allows us to think creatively
about how to best use the spaces that each of
them provides, but it also can mean changes to
what we have been used to. Again, | am always
happy to meet with anyone to talk about any con-
cerns or questions you may have. Fr. Louis and
| had a great time sitting in on the opening cate-
chist meeting for this year, and we are looking for-
ward to supporting them in any way as they work
to help our young people and families encounter
Jesus Christ!
