ADVENT REFLECTION FROM QUEEN OF THE ROSARY SCHOOL

Today is the third Sunday of Advent, Gaudete Sunday. Gaudete is Latin for rejoice, and this Sunday is a day
for rejoicing. We light the rose candle to remind us that God’s love and grace is always with us; we are
joyfully waiting for birth of Jesus on Christmas day.

In this week’s Gospel, an imprisoned John the Baptist sends the disciples to look for Jesus to ask him,
“Are you the one who is to come, or are we to look for another?” Jesus responds by pointing out signs in
Scripture that indicate the presence of the Messiah: the blind regain sight, lame walk, lepers are cleansed,
deaf hear, dead are raised. John realizes the one they have been waiting for has come, and it is not the
Jesus he expected, a powerful person who would overthrow the Romans.

Paying attention to Jesus’s response is truly significant to Advent. During Advent, we help to prepare the
way for God’s kingdom though our words, actions and deeds, and it challenges us to reflect on our own
lives. Are we living our lives as Jesus does?

“Rejoice in the Lord always; again | say, rejoice! The Lord is near.”
