A REFLECTION FROM OUR WOMEN'S CLUB

The Canaanite Woman’s Faith

Faith, defined as complete trust in someone or
something, is very powerful.

Though not Jewish, the Canaanite woman had faith
and kept asking Jesus for help until she received an
answer. We know who Jesus is. Jesus does not
judge people. We should continually seek Him as
the answer to our problems.

God’s opinion is more important than
other people’s opinions. If we focus on Him as our
Lord and Savior, everything will fall into its rightful
place. Knowing Him will give us strength and

His kingdom.
