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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 

 

Last weekend was the 51st annual March for Life in 
Washington, DC. Since 1974, Catholics and other people 
of good will have been gathering to offer a witness to the 
value of human life. I think about that as we begin this 
Catholic Schools Week—that at the core of our 
understanding of the human person is the belief that 
every one of us is made in the image and likeness of God. 
This is not something that is discoverable to us through 
reason. It is the giŌ of divine revelaƟon, through the 
scriptures. Every person is uniquely willed into existence 
by a loving God and is infinitely valuable—not because  
of our capabiliƟes or usefulness to others, but simply 
because we exist.  

From this foundaƟon unfolds the rest of our philosophy 
of Catholic educaƟon and formaƟon, and the foundaƟon 
is crucial because it sets the course and trajectory that 
determines the end results. And what targets are we 
aiming at for our young people at Queen of the Rosary 
School? To me, we want our graduates to be: 

 Open‐Hearted: I say this specifically instead of “open
‐minded”. G.K. Chesterton once wrote that “the 
object of opening the mind, as of opening the mouth, 
is to shut it again on something solid. Otherwise it is 
more akin to a sewer, taking in all things equally.”  
To have an open heart, however, is to be able to 
recognize the goodness in every person, even if we 
disagree and think they are wrong. More than mere 
tolerance, we aim at insƟlling the love that Jesus calls 
us to show to others; 

 Learners: I contrast this with “students”. A student, 
to me, would be one who is only concerned with the 
end results in the classroom ‐ grades or test scores.  
A learner is one who develops a passion for 
understanding the world around them, how things 
work, and how to communicate with others. 

 Brave: To have courage and confidence in the face  
of something that is difficult or unknown is not an 
accident. It is a virtue, a habit that can be trained. My 
desire is that our young people have the willingness 
to stand up for what is right, good, and true, that 
they are unafraid of puƫng themselves out there in 
new situaƟons, and that they find the value of their 
God‐given voice. 

 Saints: We cannot speak of the goals, targets, or 
dreams we have for our young people (and for 
ourselves) without menƟoning this, the ulƟmate goal 
for each of us. God has created every one of us for 
eternal life with him. If we understand this, it will 
help everything else in our lives fall into place. 

Catholic educaƟon is always a partnership with parents, 
who are always and everywhere the first teachers of 
their children, especially in the ways of faith. This dream, 
then, of culƟvaƟng open‐hearted learners and brave 
saints is not just limited to children, but extends to whole 
families, to our whole community, and beyond. Consider 
partnering with Queen of the Rosary School as we seek 
to make this dream a reality.
