The bishops quoted Pope Francis, who said, “We 
must accompany people towards death, but not 
provide death, or facilitate assisted suicide.”

A bill has been introduced in the Illinois Senate—
SB3499—that, if passed, will allow physician‐
assisted suicide to take place in Illinois. Let’s send  
a collecƟve message to state representaƟves  
telling them to vote “no” on this bill! 

The bill is in subcommiƩee right now, but could be 
“fast tracked” and possibly come up for a vote 
before the end of the current legislaƟve session that 
concludes around Memorial Day. 

“Every life counts: from the beginning to the end, 
from concepƟon to natural death,” Pope Francis 
posted on X (TwiƩer) in 2018.  

Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament Parish Respect 
Life Ministry will be holding a leƩer‐wriƟng 
campaign the weekend of May 18‐19 aŌer all 
Masses to allow parishioners to write their 
respecƟve representaƟves and voice their 
opposiƟon to SB3499.

Jennifer Sanalitro and Michelle Mussman—will be 
available in the vesƟbule for parishioners to sign.
