THE EUCHARIST AND PEACE 
The NaƟonal EucharisƟc Congress is took place this week in Indianapolis. For the last two months, pilgrims 
have been processing with the Blessed Sacrament along four different routes. The routes began in 
ConnecƟcut, Texas, California, and Minnesota, and have been tracing the Sign of the Cross over our country. 
These processions are a beauƟful sign of hope and of unity. In this way, they are like the Eucharist itself— 
drawing us together and showing us how we ought to live. 
 
To make one loaf of bread, many grains of wheat must be harvested, milled, and baked together. When  
we receive the Bread of Life at Mass, we are invited to become what we receive: we are invited to be drawn 
together as one Body of Christ, and then to go forth and let ourselves be poured out as nourishment for 
others. We are called to be people of unity, reconciliaƟon, and peace. 
 
The world around us needs ChrisƟans to live up to this calling, to offer a countersign to divisions, hatred,  
and violence. Over the July 4th holiday, more than 100 people were struck by gunfire in Chicago alone. Just  
a few days ago, former president Donald Trump was the target of an assassinaƟon aƩempt. 
 
Let us not grow weary for the cause of peace. Let us draw our strength from the Eucharist—the very  
Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity of our Savior, who can do all things. Let us take up again the prayer of  
our Holy Father:  
 
“Give us the strength daily to be instruments of peace; enable us to see everyone who crosses our path as 
our brother or sister. Make us sensiƟve to the plea of our ciƟzens who entreat us to turn our weapons of war 
into implements of peace, our trepidaƟon into confident trust, and our quarreling into forgiveness. Keep 
alive within us the flame of hope, so that with paƟence and perseverance we may opt for dialogue and 
reconciliaƟon. In this way may peace triumph at last, and may the words "division", "hatred" and "war" be 
banished from the heart of every man and woman. Lord, defuse the violence of our tongues and our hands.”
