The Seven Last Words of Christ are:

“Father, forgive them, for they know not what they do.” (Luke 23:33-34)

“Amen, I say to you, today you will be with me in Paradise.” (Luke 23:42-43)

“Woman, behold, your son... Behold, your mother.” (John 19:26-27)

“My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” (Matthew 27:46)

“I thirst.” (John 19:28)

“It is finished.” (John 19:29-30)

“Father, into your hands I commend my spirit.” (Luke 23:46)

Each phrase spoken by Jesus from the cross carries profound meaning, revealing His  
divine mercy, His deep love for humanity and His fulfillment of the Father’s will. Through  
Scripture, song and personal reflection, we will meditate on these final words and allow  
them to transform our hearts as we prepare for the joy of Easter.

This Holy Week, set aside time for quiet contemplation and spiritual renewal. Come, be  
present in this sacred moment, and let the words of Christ on the cross guide you closer  
to Him. Whether you have attended before or are joining us for the first time, this prayer  
service is a powerful way to enter into the mystery of Christ’s Passion and embrace the  
hope of His Resurrection.
