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CHILDREN OF GOD, CHILDREN OF LIGHT

“Live as children of light, for light produces every kind of goodness and  
righteousness and truth. Try to learn what is pleasing to the Lord.  
Take no part in the fruitless works of darkness; rather expose them.” 
The most important of the virtues—and therefore the most  
difficult to cultivate—is humility. Often we think of humility  
as a kind of meekness. Rather, humility is understanding the  
truth about ourselves. We began with this truth on Ash Wednesday:  
“Remember you are dust, and to dust you shall return.” The Lord  
God took the dust of the earth (“humus”), breathed His spirit into  
it, and so created “humans”. We are dust, but we have also been  
given the incomparable gift of life. 

God’s generosity did not stop there. As if the gift of life were not already enough,  
He has also given us something even more unimaginable: adoption as His sons  
and daughters. That is the fundamental truth about what Baptism has done for  
us. And yet, having received such incredible gifts, we do not always choose to  
remember the truth about ourselves.

Instead of living always as children of light, instead of trying to learn what is pleasing  
to the Lord, we turn inward in our selfishness. “What’s the big deal?”, we say to  
ourselves. “Why not tell a little lie here and there? Who does it really hurt?” “Why  
shouldn’t I hold a grudge against that person? Don’t you know what they did to me?”  
“Why should I care what happens to the poor? Isn’t it their own fault?”

Humility means remembering who God has created me to be, and the gifts He has given  
me. It also means that I have to be honest with myself about the times I have cast aside  
those gifts. It means that I need to take the light of goodness, righteousness, and truth,  
and shine it on my own soul, so I can take a good look at my sins.

When I am able to look honestly within myself, without rationalizations and justifications,  
without comparing my sins to those I perceive in others, I am on the road to cultivating  
humility. When I am able to bring my sins to the Sacrament of Confession, to admit my  
guilt there to God, I expose my own works of darkness and take the first steps back  
into the light.

This Wednesday, April 2, at 7:00pm at St. Julian Eymard Church, we will have several priests  
available to celebrate this Sacrament with us. If it has been more than a year since your last 
confession, don’t put it off for another day. “Behold, now is a very acceptable time; behold,  
now is the day of salvation.” You will not find in the confessional shame, or guilt, or  
rejection. You will find the truth about who God has created you to be:  
His beloved son. His beloved daughter.
