We kicked off with some exciting progress on our 
playground refresh project, which was ready just in 
time for the school year.

Thank you to everyone who has 
supported this effort!

It was a joy to 
see so many reconnecting, meet new friends, and 
dream together about how we can live out our 
theme in daily parish life. One simple but powerful 
idea from our Summit—recognizing anniversaries at 
Sunday Mass—is already bearing fruit.

We also welcomed the Redemptorists of the 
Denver Province, raising $3,800 for the Missionary 
Cooperative Appeal. We celebrated the Feast of 
the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary, and 
were reminded so beautifully by Fr. Paul that Mary’s 
Assumption—body and soul into Heaven—is the 
ultimate “thank you” from a Son to His Mother.

Meanwhile, school is back in session! I loved 
celebrating my very first school Mass with our 
students and families at our new time of 1:40 p.m. 
on Tuesday, August 19. I couldn’t be prouder of our 
young people—their love for Christ shone through 
in their responses and their singing. And yes, I’ve 
even gotten in a few pickup basketball games at 
lunchtime—I’m told the students have enjoyed 
them just as much as I have!
