As we begin the month of August, I’m excited to share a special opportunity for our parish to extend 
our hearts in prayer and generosity. This weekend of August 2nd and 3rd, we’ll welcome the Dominican 
Sisters of St. Joseph from the Philippines. Though they were not matched with a parish through this year’s 
Missionary Coop Appeal, they were the assigned missionaries at Holy Child Jesus, my previous parish, and 
their witness left a lasting impression.

The sisters are working to build a Catholic school in a remote, mountainous region of the Philippines, 
where I was born. To support their mission, they will be offering religious items for sale before and after all 
Masses this weekend. I will also be celebrating a Mass in Tagalog at 5:00pm this Sunday, August 3rd at St. 
Julian Eymard Church to honor their visit and celebrate our unity in Christ across cultures and continents. 
All are invited to come meet the sisters, learn more about the incredible work they are doing and enjoy 
fellowship following Mass.

Next week, we’ll join the rest of the Archdiocese in this year’s official Mission Appeal, welcoming a visiting 
priest from the Redemptorists–Denver Province who will share how we can support their mission and the 
Church throughout the world.

As August continues, our focus shifts toward the start of a new school year. From this Sunday’s Backpack 
Blessing to school orientation, the first day of class and Curriculum Night, our parish will soon be buzzing 
again with the joyful energy of our students and their families. What a grace it is to accompany the next 
generation as they grow in wisdom, knowledge and faith.

We’ll also pause mid-month to celebrate the Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary, 
joyfully affirming our belief that Mary was taken into heaven, body and soul—a promise of the resurrection 
and eternal life to come. Our schedule for this Holy Day of Obligation includes a 7pm Vigil Mass at Queen  
of the Rosary Church on Thursday, August 14, the 8:15am Mass at St. Julian Eymard Church on Friday, 
August 15 and a 1:00pm School Mass at Queen of the Rosary Church on August 15.

Behind the scenes, our Good Samaritan Ministry will offer its second-to-last Summer Supper, our 
leadership councils will gather to chart the path for a fruitful year of ministry, and our Evangelization 
Leadership Team will attend an Alpha workshop to prepare for the launch of our parish’s Alpha pilot 
program this Fall.

August is a time of transition—but also of great promise. Thank you for the many ways you make this 
parish a place of welcome, prayer, service and joy. I look forward to walking through this new month  
with you.
