Alpha is an open, welcoming series of sessions

Just good food, good people, and good
conversation.

Who in your life might be
searching for more meaning or peace? Who do you

know who could use a night out filled with laughter,
warmth, and genuine conversation? Who might

be open to exploring faith if someone simply
invited them?

A personal invitation can be powerful. It might
sound simple, but a heartfelt, “Come with me!” can
change a life, sometimes even your own.

Alpha is for everyone—for the lifelong Catholic, the
spiritual seeker, the friend who isn't sure what they
believe, and the person who's quietly wondering if
there’s more to life than this.
