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UPDATE FROM RESPECT LIFE MINISTRY

Although our ministry is most visible in October 
(Respect Life Month) and again in May and June 
during our parish’s Season for Life, our commitment 
to upholding the dignity of every human person 
continues all year long. Respect for life is not an 
annual project or a seasonal theme; it is a way of 
living our Catholic discipleship every day. We are 
grateful for all who join us in prayer, advocacy, and 
service, and we warmly invite you to walk with us in 
this mission.

Our Respect Life Month activities begin with a 
beautiful commemoration of the National Day of 
Remembrance for the Unborn in mid-September 
and the start of our annual Spiritual Adoption 
Program. These moments of remembrance and 
quiet commitment set the tone for the weeks to 
come.

This year, we entered October partnering with 
our Men’s Group and Rosary Ministry for a parish 
screening of The Sound of Hope: The Story of 
Possum Trot. This powerful film inspired thoughtful 
conversation about sacrificial love, courage, 
and the Christian call to protect the vulnerable. 
Throughout the month, we also sponsored the 
annual Baby Bottle Campaign, helping raise money 
and awareness for local crisis pregnancy centers 
(The Women’s Centers of Greater Chicagoland and 
TLC Pregnancy Services) that accompany women 
and families in challenging circumstances. For the 
second year, we were blessed to collaborate with 
Rosary Ministry to offer a Rosary for Life each 
Wednesday during Adoration, a peaceful, prayerful 
witness to the truth that every life is a precious gift 
from God.

Sadly, October concluded on a somber note as 
the state legislature passed SB1950, a measure 
intended to legalize euthanasia in Illinois. As faithful 
Catholics, we know that even in frailty, suffering, 
or advanced age, every person is held in the loving 
hands of God. He never abandons us, and neither 
can we abandon one another. In this bulletin you 
will find a letter you may send to Governor Pritzker 
urging him not to sign this bill. In our parish eNews, 
you can also download and print the letter or access 
a direct link to contact the Governor’s Office. Your 
voice matters.

Looking ahead, we invite you to join us for a Mass 
for Life on January 22, 2026, the anniversary 
of Roe v. Wade. This special liturgy will offer our 
parish the opportunity to pray together for healing, 
conversion, and a deeper respect for all human life.

And before we know it, Spring will arrive and with 
it our Season for Life, beginning on Mother’s Day. 
During these weeks, we once again raise funds and 
collect essential items for crisis pregnancy centers 
and local organizations supporting mothers, babies, 
and families in need.

At the heart of every initiative—prayer, education, 
advocacy, service—is our belief in the sacredness of 
life. We invite you to become part of that mission. 
Join us on the second Tuesday of most months as 
we partner with Rosary Ministry to pray a Rosary 
for Life, followed by our Respect Life Ministry 
meeting. Your presence, your prayers, and your 
passion truly make a difference.

Together, let us continue building a culture that 
cherishes life from conception to natural death, 
regardless of circumstance.
