BELOVED AND SENT: LIVING OUR BAPTISM AS THE HANDS OF CHRIST

On this Sunday, the Feast of the Baptism of the
Lord, we bring the Christmas season to a close
and step once again into Ordinary Time—though
what we celebrate today is anything but ordinary.
In Matthew’s Gospel, we are invited to the banks
of the Jordan River, where Jesus approaches John
to be baptized. As Jesus rises from the water, the
heavens open, the Spirit descends like a dove, and
the Father’s voice resounds: “This is my beloved
Son, with whom | am well pleased.” (Matthew 3:17)

Those words are not spoken only over Jesus.
Through our own baptism, they are spoken over
each of us.

At baptism, we are claimed, named, and sent.
Claimed as beloved sons and daughters of God.
Named as members of Christ’s Body. Sent to live

not for ourselves alone, but for the life of the world.

Baptism is not simply a moment in the past; it is a
lifelong identity and mission. It reminds us who we
are—and whose we are.

As we begin this new year, this feast invites us

to reflect on how we are living out our baptism
here and now, especially as we continue our

parish theme of Companions on the Journey and
campaign: Being the Hands of Christ: A Parish of
Service. If Christ is made known in the world today,
it is through the hands, hearts, voices, and actions
of His disciples. Through us.

Jesus did not need baptism for repentance, yet He
entered the waters in solidarity with humanity. In
doing so, He sanctified the waters—and He showed
us that love is always expressed through humility,
service, and self-gift. To be baptized into Christ
means to follow Him into that same loving service.
A parish, too, is not an abstract idea or a building
of brick and stone. It is a living body made up of
individuals who choose, day by day, to show up, to
pray, to serve, and to love.

On this Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, may we
remember that we are beloved—and may that
knowledge move us to action. Strengthened by the
Spirit and confident in the Father’s delight, let us
renew our commitment to be the Hands of Christ
for one another, for our parish, and for the world
God so loves.

As we look ahead to the year before us, it is worth
pausing to ask: What are we helping to build at Our
Lady of the Blessed Sacrament Parish? As a way of
grounding ourselves in that question, we share this
Parishioner’s Prayer:

My parish is composed of people like me.
I help make it what it is.

It will be friendly, if | am.

It will be holy, if | am.

Its pews will be filled, if I help fill them.

It will do great work, if | work.

It will be prayerful, if | pray.

It will make generous gifts to many causes,
if | am a generous giver.

It will bring others into worship,

if I invite and bring them.

It will be a parish of loyalty and love,

of fearlessness and faith, of compassion,
charity and mercy, if I, who make it what it is,
am filled these things.

Therefore, with the help of God, | now dedicate
myself to the task of being all things that | want
my parish to be. Amen.
