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Dear OLBS Family,

As we celebrate the Scrutinies with our OCIA 
Candidates during these Sundays of Lent, Christ 
invites all of us to enter into the same spirit of self-
examination, repentance, and spiritual healing. 
The Scrutinies remind us that conversion is not a 
single moment, but a journey—one that calls us 
to trust Christ more deeply and to allow Him to 
shape our hearts and our future. Over the next 
few weeks, I will be sharing a series of Lenten 
reflections rooted in the Sunday Gospels,  
inviting us to walk together as we prepare  
for the joy of Easter.

The Man Born Blind
In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus encounters a man 
who has been blind from birth. As the story unfolds, 
sight is restored, not only to the man’s eyes, but 
gradually to his heart. What is most striking is that 
while the man grows in clarity and courage, others 
who believe they already see struggle to recognize 
what God is doing in their midst.

Lent often works this way. It invites us to examine 
not only what we do, but how we see ourselves, one 
another, and the future God is calling us toward. 
Healing does not happen all at once. It unfolds as 
trust deepens.

This gradual awakening is familiar to couples 
preparing for marriage. At first, plans may seem 
simple and obvious. Over time, conversations 
become more thoughtful. Assumptions are 
challenged. Perspectives widen. Together, they 
learn to see more clearly, not just the joy of the 
present, but the responsibilities and possibilities  
of the future they are choosing.

As Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament Parish, we 
are also invited to see clearly. To recognize that the 
Church is not defined by walls or addresses, but by 
people who walk together, centered on Christ. To 
understand that faithful stewardship flows from 
clarity, seeing honestly what has been entrusted  
to us and discerning how best to care for it.

The man born blind teaches us that true vision is 
not about having all the answers, but about being 
willing to step forward in trust. As we journey 
through Lent, may Christ continue to open our eyes, 
helping us see not with fear or nostalgia, but with 
faith, gratitude, and hope.
