Many 
joined us for a moving Charismatic Healing Service, 
and we honored our longtime colleague, Mary 
McKenzie, as she retired after an illustrious 30+ 
years of faithful service! We also celebrated the  
Rite of Election/Call to Continuing Conversion 
with our OCIA candidates, a joyful milestone on 
their journey of faith.

As we turn the page to March, there is much to look 
forward to. I’m excited to share that we have new 
parish office hours: Monday through Friday from 
8:30am–12:30pm, and Tuesday through Thursday 
from 2:00pm–7:00pm. We are also welcoming our 
new first-shift secretary, Shana Goranson, who 
begins on Monday, March 2.
