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Dear OLBS Family,

As we celebrate the Scrutinies with our OCIA 
Candidates during these Sundays of Lent, Christ 
invites all of us to enter into the same spirit of self-
examination, repentance, and spiritual healing. 
The Scrutinies remind us that conversion is not a 
single moment, but a journey — one that calls us 
to trust Christ more deeply and to allow Him to 
shape our hearts and our future. Over the next 
few weeks, I will be sharing a series of Lenten 
reflections rooted in the Sunday Gospels,  
inviting us to walk together as we prepare  
for the joy of Easter.

The Raising of Lazarus
In this Sunday’s Gospel, we stand at the tomb of 
Lazarus. Martha and Mary are grieving, confused, 
and struggling to understand why Jesus did 
not come sooner. Yet even in the face of death, 
Jesus speaks words of profound hope: “I am the 
resurrection and the life.”

This moment reminds us that faith does not deny 
loss or sadness. Instead, it dares to believe that 
God is still at work even when the future feels 
uncertain. Jesus does not erase grief, but He 
transforms it by calling forth new life.

Couples preparing for marriage encounter this truth 
as well. As they plan for the future, they learn that 
commitment involves both letting go and embracing 
what lies ahead. They honor the legacy of their 
families—the traditions, memories, and values that 
shaped them—while also trusting God as they build 
their new life together.

So it is with Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament 
Parish. We honor the past with gratitude. We 
acknowledge the emotions that come with change. 
And yet, we place our trust not in what was, but 
in Christ, who calls us forward and promises 
resurrection.

Lent leads us here, to the threshold of Easter, 
where we are reminded that new life often emerges 
after honest discernment, patient waiting, and deep 
trust. May we continue to walk together as a parish, 
centered on Christ, confident that He is leading us 
not toward loss, but toward life.
