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Dear OLBS Family,

As we celebrate the Scrutinies with our OCIA 
Candidates during these Sundays of Lent, Christ 
invites all of us to enter into the same spirit of self-
examination, repentance, and spiritual healing. 
The Scrutinies remind us that conversion is not a 
single moment, but a journey—one that calls us 
to trust Christ more deeply and to allow Him to 
shape our hearts and our future. Over the next 
few weeks, I will be sharing a series of Lenten 
reflections rooted in the Sunday Gospels,  
inviting us to walk together as we prepare  
for the joy of Easter.

The Samaritan Woman at the Well
In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus meets the Samaritan 
woman at the well—a place of routine, necessity, 
and familiarity. She comes seeking water to 
meet a daily need, yet leaves having encountered 
something greater. Jesus offers her living water—
water that does not simply quench thirst, but 
renews the heart and gives lasting life.

There is no urgency or alarm in this encounter. 
Jesus does not rush her. He invites her gently to 
look beyond what she has always relied upon and  
to trust in something deeper. In doing so, He 
reminds us that renewal often begins not with 
dramatic change, but with honest reflection and 
openness to grace.

Midway through Lent, this Gospel mirrors the 
posture of couples preparing for marriage. Early 
conversations often focus on the familiar—
the wedding day itself, or the reception—the 
celebration, the traditions, the memories. But as 
the day draws closer, those conversations naturally 
deepen. Couples begin to talk about the life they 
hope to build, the future they want to share, and 
the values they want to carry forward.

Those conversations are acts of love. Planning 
for the future is not rooted in fear, but in hope—a 
declaration that what is being built truly matters.

So too with Our Lady of the Blessed Sacrament 
Parish. The Church is not brick and mortar. The 
Church is the people of God, centered on Christ, 
nourished by His Word, and sustained by His living 

water. Our buildings hold precious memories, but 
they exist to serve the encounter, not replace it. 
What truly sustains us is Christ Himself.

As we journey through Lent, may we allow Jesus to 
meet us where we are, invite us to trust Him more 
deeply, and renew us with the living water that 
leads us toward Easter hope.
