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On this Sixth Sunday of Easter, John’s Gospel gives us a 
message that is both comforting and quietly challenging. 
Jesus tells His disciples, “If you love me, you will keep 
my commandments.” And then He makes a promise that 
echoes through every age: “I will not leave you orphans.”

These words are spoken on the eve of His Passion, at a 
moment when the disciples are anxious, uncertain, and 
afraid of what lies ahead. Jesus knows this. He knows 
their hearts. And so He assures them that they will not 
be abandoned, that the Father will send the Advocate, 
the Holy Spirit, to remain with them always.

This promise is not just for the apostles, it is for us. 
In moments when we feel alone, overwhelmed, or 
unsure of the path forward, we are reminded that God’s 
presence has not been withdrawn. The Holy Spirit is with 
us, guiding, strengthening, and reminding us that we 
belong to the Lord. We are not orphans, we are sons and 
daughters of God.

How fitting, then, that this Gospel falls on Mother’s 
Day weekend. In a very real way, mothers reflect this 
promise of God’s faithful presence. A mother’s love is 
steadfast, unconditional, enduring,  and mirrors the 
love of God who never leaves us. Today we give thanks 
for our mothers, grandmothers, godmothers, and all 
those women who have nurtured and cared for us in 
spirit, mind, and body. We remember them with gratitude, 
whether they are with us or have gone before us to 
eternal life.

At the same time, our celebration calls us to widen our 
hearts. This weekend, we take up a second collection to 
support mothers and families in need through Catholic 
Charities. Our generosity helps provide critical care, 
resources, and hope to those who may be struggling 
to provide for their children. In addition, our Respect 
Life Ministry is offering beautiful flower bouquets for 
Mother’s Day, with proceeds benefiting The Women’s 
Centers of Greater Chicagoland. The Women’s Centers is 
an organization that walks alongside mothers facing crisis 
pregnancies with compassion and life-affirming support. 
Thank you for helping us honor motherhood not only in 
word, but in action.

May is also Mental Health Awareness Month, an 
important reminder that care for one another extends 
beyond the visible. Many among us carry unseen burdens 
such as anxiety, depression, grief, or emotional strain. 
As a parish, we are called to be attentive to these needs, 
offering understanding, accompaniment, and prayer. I 
want to extend thanks to our Mental Health Ministry for 

their dedication and for helping to host the annual Mental 
Health Matters event at the Elk Grove Library this past 
week. Their work is a beautiful expression of the Gospel, 
ensuring that no one feels forgotten or alone.

I also offer a reminder to join us for Our Path Forward, 
our Multi-Site Review Recommendation Announcement, 
taking place this Monday, May 11 at 7:00pm in St. Julian 
Eymard Church. This will be an important moment in the 
life of our parish as we share updates and begin to discern 
together the next steps in our journey. Your presence 
and prayers are invaluable as we seek to follow the 
guidance of the Holy Spirit in shaping our future.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus connects love with action: 
“Whoever has my commandments and observes them 
is the one who loves me.” As we celebrate, give, support, 
and gather as a community, may all that we do flow from 
that love. Confident that we are never alone, but always 
accompanied by the Spirit who dwells within us.

Wishing all our moms and mom-like figures a blessed and 
joyful Mother’s Day.
