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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

This Sunday’s Gospel (Matthew 10:26-33) contains 
words that can be both challenging and comforting. 
Jesus tells His disciples not to be afraid. He knows 
they will face opposition, misunderstanding, and 
difficulty as they live and proclaim the Gospel. Yet 
three times He reminds them not to fear, because 
they belong to God and are precious in His sight.

While most of us may never experience the kind of 
persecution faced by the early Christians, we know 
that living our faith courageously is not always easy. 
It takes courage to stand for what is right, to remain 
faithful when others drift away, to forgive when we 
have been hurt, and to continue trusting God when 
life is uncertain.

As I reflect on the life of our parish over these 
past several weeks, I see many examples of that 
courage-filled faith.

We recently celebrated Pentecost and the 
conclusion of the Easter Season, giving thanks for 
the gift of the Holy Spirit who continues to guide 
and strengthen the Church. We celebrated the 
graduation of another class and the completion 
of another successful school year. Shortly before 
that, we had the joy of celebrating the Sacraments 
of Confirmation and First Holy Communion with 
our 8th and 2nd grade students. These milestone 
moments remind us that faith is not merely 
something we inherit, it is something we embrace, 
nurture, and live.

We also celebrated the Solemnity of the Most Holy 
Body and Blood of Christ. While the weather has 
certainly kept us guessing this spring, the Lord 
blessed us with a beautiful day for our annual 
Corpus Christi Procession and a wonderful turnout 
of parishioners who publicly witnessed to their faith 
in the Real Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist.

Our parish family has been busy in other ways as 
well. Our teens recently returned from Catholic 
Heart Work Camp in Memphis after a fantastic week 
of faith, service, friendship, and fun.
